Section 35 — Consultation and investigation

45, Section 35 providesthat the Commission or the principal council conducting the review
(referred to in the Act as “the reviewing body”) must consult with the mandatory
consultees and carry out such investigations as it considers appropriate.

46. Following the consultation process, the reviewing body must prepare and consult for
between 6 and 12 weeks on a draft report, a copy of which must be made available for
inspection at the offices of any principal council for the areawhich is under review.
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
