Section 107 — Variation of supplementary and additional terms

282. If this section is incorporated as a term of a secure contract without modification,
supplementary and additional terms of the contract can be varied, either by thelandlord
and contract-holder agreeing to do so, or by the landlord giving the contract-holder
notice that such aterm isto bevaried. But thisis subject to the restrictions on variation
that will be set out in the term of the contract that incorporates section 108(4) and
(5). Where the variation is by notice, the landlord must give the contract-holder a
preliminary notice before the variation is to take place, providing information on the
proposed variation and providing a reasonable opportunity for the contract-holder to
comment. Having done so, the landlord may then issue a further notice informing the
contract-holder of the variation that isto take place and when it will take effect.
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
