Section 15 - Cancellation without application

58. Section 15 sets out the powers of the Welsh Ministers to cancel a service provider's
registration in its entirety. This could potentially mean the cancellation of severa
services provided at, from or in relation to several places. Asthisisapower, it will be
for the Welsh Ministers to decide in each case whether cancellation is appropriate on
whichever of the grounds listed in subsection (1) applies.

59. Subsection (4) prohibits the Welsh Ministers from being able to cancel a provider's
registration unless the improvement notice procedure in sections 16 and 17 have been
complied with (but that procedure does not apply to any application to urgently cancel
or vary aregistration made in accordance with section 23 or to a decision of the Welsh
Ministers to impose urgent condition pursuant to section 24).
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
