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Duchy of Lancaster Act 1787

1787 CHAPTER 34 27 Geo 3

After Payment of all Costs and Charges before mentioned, the Residue of
Purchase Money to be laid out, &c. according to recited Act.

Provided always, that, after the costs and charges aforesaid shall have been fully
paid and satisfied, the residue of the monies which shall remain unappropriated and
undisposed of for the uses and purposes aforesaid, whether the same shall arise by sale
of any Rents, or the enfranchisement or change of tenure of any copyhold or customary
lands, tenements, or hereditaments, under the said recited Act of the Nineteenth Year
of His Majesty’s Reign, or under this present Act; and also all monies whatever which
shall afterwards arise and be received in the execution of the powers and authorities
of the said recited Act, shall be paid, laid out, applied, and disposed of, and the
dividends,interest, and other annual proceed thereof, received, taken, and enjoyed,
according to the directions of the said recited Act, any thing in this Act contained to
the contrary thereof notwithstanding.
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
