“appointed under subsection (4) of this section”;

(b) insubsection (4), at the beginning, insert “Subject to subsection (5A) of this
section,”;

(c) after subsection (5), insert—

“(5A) The person who holds the post of chief officer of the Mental Welfare
Commission shall—

(a) be amember ex officio of the Commission; and

(b) cease automatically to hold office as such member on
