Part 3 the Crofting Community Right to Buy

Section 95:  Avoidance of disposal other than to crofting community body

395. This section provides that after the date on which Ministers approve a right to buy
application the owner of the land or sporting interests in respect of which the right
to buy has been approved may not thereafter sell it to anyone other than the crofting
community body. It further provides that the prohibition on sale will end if the body
decides not to exercise the right to buy or withdraws the crofting community right to
buy application.
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
