Section 36 — Appeals

86. This section provides for the making of appeals in respect of orders under Part 4.
Subsection (1) sets out that a person who was a party to the proceedings in which the
Part 4 order or decision was given may appea against it. Subsection (2) sets out that
appeals under this section are made to the sheriff principal and shall be made within
the period of 21 days beginning with the day on which the order or decision appealed
against was made. Subsection (3) setsout that on an appeal under this section the sheriff
principal may make any order he or she considers appropriate and subsection (4) that
any such decision isfinal.
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
