44 Abolition of requirement on local traffic authority to inform the Scottish
Ministers about certain pedestrian crossings

In section 23(2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (c. 27)—
(a) after paragraph (a) there is inserted “and”; and
(b) paragraph (c) (duty of local traffic authority to inform the Scottish Ministers
in writing before establishing, altering or removing a pedestrian crossing on a
road other than a trunk road) and the word “and” which immediately precedes
it are repealed.
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
