Part 8 — Offences

Section 111 — Drunk persons entering or in premises on which alcohol is sold

234.

This section makes it an offence for a drunk person to attempt to enter any relevant
premises (defined in section 147 — basically any premises on which acohal islawfully
sold). It also makesit an offence for a person, whilst on relevant premises, to be drunk
and incapable of taking care of himself or herself. A person committing an offence
under this section can be arrested without warrant by the police.
