Board to fall within remit of Commissioner for Public Appointments in Scotland
18 (1) In the Public Appointments and Public Bodies etc. (Scotland) Act 2003 (asp 4),

in schedule 2 (which lists the authorities appointments to which are subject to the
remit of the Commissioner for Public Appointments in Scotland), under the heading
“Advisory bodies”, insert, at the appropriate place in alphabetical order— “ Judicial
Appointments Board for Scotland ”.

(2) If the code of practice published under section 2 of that Act contains provision of the
kind described in sub-paragraph (3), that provision does not apply in relation to the
making by the Scottish Ministers of an appointment to the Board.

(3) That is provision which has the effect of requiring that there be included among the
members of any selection panel constituted for the purpose of considering candidates
for the appointment a person falling within any of sub-paragraphs (a) to (f) of
paragraph 5 of this schedule.
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
