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Additional support needs

8 Additional support needs etc.: specified children and young people

(1) In section 1 (additional support needs) of the 2004 Act, after subsection (1) insert—

“(1A) Without prejudice to the generality of subsection (1), a child or young person
has additional support needs if the child or young person is looked after by a
local authority (within the meaning of section 17(6) of the Children (Scotland)
Act 1995 (c. 36)).

(1B) But where, in the course of identifying (in accordance with the arrangements
made by them under section 6(1)(b)) the particular additional support needs
of a child or young person who is looked after by a local authority (within
the meaning of section 17(6) of the Children (Scotland) Act 1995 (c. 36)),
an education authority form the view that the child or young person is, or is
likely to be, able without the provision of additional support to benefit from
school education provided to or to be provided for the child or young person,
subsection (1A) ceases to apply.”.

(2) In section 6 (children and young persons for whom education authority are
responsible) after subsection (1) insert—

“(1A) Without prejudice to the generality of subsection (1), every education
authority must in particular consider whether each child or young person
falling within section 1(1A) for whose school education they are responsible
requires a co-ordinated support plan.”.
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
