Section 41 — Special provision asregards age: deeming provisions

120.  Section 41 provides for the “deeming of age” provisions in consequence of section 40
Deeming provision 1 provides that in the circumstances set out in section 40(1), the
child is deemed to be a person who has attained the age of 13 years at the relevant time.
Deeming provision 2 provides that, in the circumstances set out in section 40(2), the
child is deemed to be aperson who had attained the age of 13 years at the relevant time.
Deeming provision 3 provides that, in the circumstances set out in section 40(3), the
accused is deemed to be a child who has not attained the age of 16 years at the relevant
time. Deeming provision 4 provides that, in the circumstances set out in section 40(4),
the accused is deemed to be a child who has not attained the age of 16 years at the
relevant time.
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
