Section 36 — Duty to publicise general vesting declarations

Section 36 sets out the procedure for publicising the making of a genera vesting
declaration and notifying those persons whose land or interest in land is affected by
the declaration.

Subsection (1)(a) places a duty on the Scottish Ministers to publish a compulsory
purchase notice in at least one local newspaper circulating in the area where land or
an interest in land is to be acquired. The content of the compulsory purchase notice is
described in subsection (2).

Subsection (1)(b) provides that a compulsory purchase notice, together with a copy
of the Act once enacted and a copy of the Parliamentary plans, which will show
the geographic impact of the scheme, must be issued to those persons specified.
Explanations of areal burden and a devel opment management scheme are provided in
the explanation to section 25.
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
