This section amends section 131(2) of the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005 to remove
the requirement that an appeal under section 131 isto made by way of stated case. The
effect of thisis that as section 131 is silent as to the format of the appeal, the general
rules on appeals contained in Part 2 of the Act of Sederunt (Summary Applications,
Statutory Applications and Appeals Etc. Rules) 1999 currently apply for the purposes
of appeals under section 131 of the 2005 Act.
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
