The Interpretation and Legislative Reform (Scotland) Act
2010 (Savings and Transitional Provisions) Order 2011

Provision for certain statutory instruments made, or laid before the Scottish Parliament,
before 6th April 2011

4.—(1) This article applies to a statutory instrument (within the meaning of section 1 of the
Statutory Instruments Act 1946(1)) or a draft statutory instrument if—

(a) articles 10 to 15 of the 1999 Statutory Instruments Order applied to it immediately before
6th April 2011 by virtue of article 4(4) of that Order; and

(b) in the case of—
(1) a statutory instrument, it was made before 6th April 2011;

(ii) a draft statutory instrument, it was laid before the Scottish Parliament before
6th April 2011.

(2) Schedule 4 to the Act does not apply in relation to subordinate legislation which is contained
in the statutory instrument or, as the case may be, which is (or was) contained in the draft statutory
instrument.

(3) In relation to the statutory instrument or, as the case may be, the draft statutory instrument,
articles 10 to 15 of the 1999 Statutory Instruments Order are to continue to have effect as they had
effect (by virtue of article 4(4) of that Order) immediately before 6th April 2011, despite article 4(6)
of that Order and section 55(3) and (4) of the Act.
