74 Provisions with respect to certain insurances where person assured is resident
outside United Kingdom and Isle of Man

The provisions of Schedule 6 to this Act shall have effect in relation to the insuring
by registered friendly societies of money for funeral expenses, or of money to be paid
on the duration of a life for a specified period, where the funeral expenses are those,
or the life in question is that, of a person who at the time of the proposal is ordinarily
resident outside the United Kingdom and the Isle of Man.
