ANNULMENT OF BANKRUPTCY ORDER

Notice to creditors

6.212.—(1) Where the official receiver has notified creditors of the debtor's bankruptcy, and the
bankruptcy order is annulled, he shall forthwith notify them of the annulment.

(2) Expenses incurred by the official receiver in giving notice under this Rule are a charge in his
favour on the property of the former bankrupt, whether or not actually in his hands.

(3) Where any property is in the hands of a trustee or any person other than the former bankrupt
himself, the official receiver's charge is valid subject only to any costs that may be incurred by the
trustee or that other person in effecting realisation of the property for the purpose of satisfying the
charge.
