PART 4
SCHEME OBLIGATIONS

Reporting: EEE placed on the market from 1st January 2019

38.—(1)  From 1st January 2019, an operator of a scheme must provide to the appropriate
authority information on the total amount in tonnes of EEE that each member of that scheme has
placed on the market in the United Kingdom in each compliance period, or part of a compliance
period, during which his membership of that scheme subsists.

(2)  From 1st January 2019 the information referred to in paragraph (1) will—
(a) be in writing; and
(b) specify the amount in tonnes of EEE by reference to each of the categories in Schedule 3;
(c) for each category referred to in sub-paragraph (b), specify the amount in tonnes of—

(i) EEE from private households; and
(ii) EEE from users other than private households.

(3)  The information referred to in paragraph (1) will be provided for EEE intended—
(a) for use by private households for each quarter period of a relevant compliance period on

or before the last day of the month that immediately follows the end of that quarter period;
(b) for use by users other than private households on or before 31st January of the year

immediately following the end of the relevant compliance period; and
(c) will be submitted in the format published by the appropriate authority under regulation 79.
