The
Clergy Discipline Appeal Rules 2005 provide a code of procedure for appeals made pursuant to
section 20 of the Clergy Discipline Measure 2003 in proceedings alleging misconduct against a
clerk in Holy Orders, other than in relation to matters involving doctrine, ritual or ceremonial.
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
