Alcohol Disorder Zone: Designation and Charges

Late payment of charge

19.—(1)  Where a charge, or part of a charge, has not been paid to a local authority within twenty-
eight days of service of the invoice the local authority shall issue a final demand notice to the licence
holder.

(2)  The final demand notice shall include the same information as that contained in the original
invoice, except that the date by which payment must be made shall be seven days after service of
that notice.

(3)  Any charge which is not paid to the local authority within fourteen days of service of the
final demand notice shall carry interest at the rate of three per cent. per annum from the tenth day
to the date on which it is paid.

(4)  A final demand notice shall be served by post and is deemed to be served five days after the
day on which it is posted.
