The provisions contained in this Order are madgive full effect to section 1(2) of the Armed
Forces (Pensions and Compensation Scheme) Act @082) consequential upon the Armed
Forces and Reserve Forces (Compensation Schemenghnent) Order 2013 (S.l. 2013/436)
(“the 2013 Order”) which amends the Armed Forces Reserve Forces (Compensation Scheme)
Order 2011 (S.l. 2011/517) (“the 2011 Order”). B@hders are made under that section. The
2011 Order provides for a scheme of compensatigmeats to be payable to or in respect of a
person by reason of illness or injury (whether jptaisor mental), or death, which is caused
(wholly or partly) by service in the armed forcdstlze reserve forces. The 2013 Order provides
for a new payment called the armed forces indepeelpayment under the Scheme.

Article 2 of the Order amends section 70(2) (caretlowance), section 144 (entitlement of
pensioners to Christmas bonus) and section 14érirgtation of Part X) of the Social Security
Contribution and Benefits (Northern Ireland) Act929(c.7). The amendment of section 70(2)
provides that the definition of a “severely disabfeerson” for the purpose of carer’s allowance
includes a person in receipt of armed forces inddpece payment. The amendment of section
144 modifies section 144(1) in its application tmad forces independence payment, so that the
reference to section 1 of the Social Security Adsitiation (Northern Ireland) Act 1992 (c.8) is to
be read instead as a reference to article 43 oP@id Order. The amendment of section 146
provides for armed forces independence paymeneta Qualifying benefit for the purposes of
Part X (Christmas bonus for pensioners) of that Act
