PART I

PRELIMINARY

3 Extent of Act

(1) The limits within which the Corporation shall have and may exercise the functions
conferred on it by this Act, and within which the powers of the manager may be
exercised, shall comprise the designated areas.

(2) If there be any discrepancy between the deposited map and the descriptions in
Schedules 1 and 2 to this Act, the deposited map shall prevail but, for the avoidance
of doubt, the designated areas do not extend to any part of the bed of the river Thames
below the level of mean high water from time to time, or the waters or airspace above
any such part, except for the area occupied from time to time by the structures of the
jetties.

(3) Copies of the deposited map certified by the chief executive of the Corporation to be
true shall be receivable in all civil or criminal proceedings and elsewhere as evidence
of the contents of the deposited map.
