MISCELLANEOUS AND GENERAL

35 Orders and regulations.

(1) Any power to make orders or regulations conferred on the Secretary of State by any
provision of this Act shall be exercisable by statutory instrument.

(2) Any power to make an Order in Council or other order under any provision of this
Act shall include power to make an order varying or revoking any order previously
made under that provision.

(3) Any order under this Act may contain such incidental, consequential and
supplementary provisions as appear to the Secretary of State to be necessary or proper
for bringing the order into operation and giving full effect thereto.
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
