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PART IV

MISCELLANEOUS AND SUPPLEMENTAL
Other supplemental provisions

Consequential amendments, transitional provisions, savings and repeals

(1) The enactments mentioned in Schedule 8 to this Act shall have effect with the

amendments there specified (being amendments consequential on the provisions of
this Act).

(2) The transitional provisions and savings contained in Schedule 9 to this Act shall have
effect, but those provisions and savings are without prejudice to sections 16 and 17 of
the Interpretation Act 1978 (effect of repeals).

(3) The enactments mentioned in Schedule 10 to this Act are hereby repealed to the extent
specified in the third column of that Schedule.

(4) The Lord Chancellor may by order make such consequential modifications of any
provision contained in any subordinate legislation made before the coming into force
of Part III of this Act and such transitional provisions in connection with those
modifications as appear to him necessary or expedient in respect of—

(a) any reference in that subordinate legislation to the Bankruptcy Act 1914;

(b) any reference in that subordinate legislation to any enactment repealed by Part
III or IV of Schedule 10 to this Act; or

(c) any reference in that subordinate legislation to any matter provided for under
the said Act of 1914 or under any enactment so repealed.

(5) An order under this section shall be made by statutory instrument subject to annulment
in pursuance of a resolution of either House of Parliament.
