Part 2: Notification and Orders

Section 103: Sections 97 to 100: Scotland

204. Section 103 applies the notification order power to Scotland, subject to certain
modifications. The procedure for the notification order mirrors the existing procedure
for sex offender orders, so these modifications ensure that the procedure is consistent
with this and with Scottish civil procedure. The police will apply for a notification order
by summary application and a record of evidence is required to be kept by the clerk.
This procedure is similar to that required for sex offender orders.
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
