Chapter 1: Interim and Final Management Orders

Section 109: General effect of interim management orders. immediate landlords,
mortgagees etc

252.  Section 109 provides that the landlord is no longer entitled to receive any rent from
occupiers of the house; may not exercise any management functionsin respect of it; and
may not grant any tenancies. The rights of an owner to sell the house or any rights of a
mortgagee are unaffected by an IMO, except to the extent that any right would prevent
the LHA from granting tenancies or licences under section 107.
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
