60 Equality Act 2010: claims against schools by disabled young people

In Part 2 of Schedule 17 to the Equality Act 2010 (disabled pupils: enforcement in
tribunals in England and Wales), in paragraph 3 (who may make a claim that a school
has contravened Chapter 1 of Part 6 of that Act because of a person's disability) for

“to the Tribunal by the person's parent” substitute “—

(a) to the English Tribunal by the person's parent or, if the person is over

compulsory school age, the person;
(b) to the Welsh Tribunal by the person's parent.”
