Extracts from records.

The Keeper shall have power to issue extracts or certified copies of any records
transmitted to him in pursuance of this Act or otherwise, and any such extract or copy
shall be of the like force and effect in all respects and for all purposes as if it had been
an extract or copy issued in accordance with the law and practice existing immediately
prior to the passing of this Act.
