Judgment thereupon, or refusing a new trial not to be questioned.

If a new trial shall not be applied for, or shall be refused, or if the exception taken
to the opinion and direction of the judge or judges shall be disallowed, the verdict
shall be final and conclusive as to the fact or facts found by the jury, and shall be so
taken and considered by the Court of Session or by the judge admiral respectively in
pronouncing their judgment, and shall not be liable to be questioned anywhere.
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
