(1) The rates of charge for district inspectors and head constables under section five of
the Constabulary (Ireland) Act, 1874, shall be fixed and determined on an average
of the entire force of district inspectors and head constables in the like manner and
according to the like principles as the rates of charge for other ranks under that section
as amended by any subsequent enactment, and so much of the said section as fixes the
rates of charge for district inspectors and head constables shall cease to have effect.

(2) In fixing and determining the rates of charge for any rank under the said section as so
amended, regard shall be had to all items of expenditure in connection with that rank.
