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4 Limitation of Article four of Convention

Article four of the schedule to this Act shall not apply to that part of a cable which is
laid in a depth of water exceeding one hundred fathoms ; but nothing in the Convention
or this Act shall take away, prejudice, or affect any right or remedy to which by law
any party is or may be entitled otherwise than under the provisions of the Convention
or this Act.
