The Secretary of State, in exercise of the powers conferred on him by section 24(1)
of the Sex Discrimination Act 1975(a), hereby orders as follows:—

Citation and commencement

1. This order may be cited as the Sex Discrimination (Designated Educational
Establishments) Order 1975 and shall come into operation on 29th December
1975.

Designation of educational establishments

2. The establishments specified in the schedule to this order are hereby
designated for the purposes of paragraph 5 of the table in section 22 of the Sex
Discrimination Act 1975 (which specifies the educational establishments where
discrimination is prohibited).
