(Transitional Provisions No. 2) Order 1995

Functions and powers of new authorities during the transitional period

3.—(1)  Without prejudice to any functions or powers otherwise conferred on it, each new
authority shall, during the transitional period, have the functions and powers described in this article.

(2)  Each new authority shall—
(a) prepare itself for the assumption of its full functions and powers on 1st April 1996 and

shall, in particular, establish such committees and sub-committees, appoint such staff, and
prepare such budgets, plans, schemes and other things as are, or will be, required for that
purpose; and

(b) liaise as necessary with any appropriate existing authority for the purpose of ensuring
continuity in the performance of its functions on and after 1st April 1996.

(3)  Each new authority may exercise any of the powers contained in the provisions of the 1972
Act specified in the following Table—
