3. The A1 Barnet By Pass, Watford Way, south-
west side, from a point 45 metres north-west
of the north-western kerbline of Hall Lane to
the Greater London Boundary at Rowley Lane
intersection.

4. The roundabout junctions at Stirling Corner,
Northway Circus, Mill Hill Circus and
Fiveways Corner.
