2. The A4 Trunk Road (Hillingdon and Hounslow) Red Route Traffic Order 1997(c) is
varied by the following provisions of this Order.

“1. The A4 Bath Road, the south side, between a point 10 am-4pm 20 40
opposite the party wall of 750 and 752 Bath Road and a Monday- minutes minutes
part 1.5 metres east of the party wall of 768 and 770 Bath Saturday
Road. inclusive

2. The A4 Bath Road, the south side, between a point
opposite the common boundary of 626 and 628 Bath
Road and a point 12.1 metres west thereof.

3. The A4 Bath Road, the south side between a point 18.7
metres west of the common boundary of 626 and 628
Bath Road and a point 17.8 metres west thereof.”
