MISCELLANEOUS

Application of subordinate legislation

10.—(1)  The subordinate legislation specified in Schedule 6 shall apply as from time to time in
force to limited liability partnerships and—

(a) in the case of the subordinate legislation listed in Part I of that Schedule with such
modifications as the context requires for the purpose of giving effect to the provisions of
the Companies Act 1985 which are applied by these Regulations;

(b) in the case of the subordinate legislation listed in Part II of that Schedule with such
modifications as the context requires for the purpose of giving effect to the provisions of
the Insolvency Act 1986 which are applied by these Regulations; and

(c) in the case of the subordinate legislation listed in Part III of that Schedule with such
modifications as the context requires for the purpose of giving effect to the provisions
of the Business Names Act 1985 and the Company Directors Disqualification Act 1986
which are applied by these Regulations.

(2)  In the case of any conflict between any provision of the subordinate legislation applied by
paragraph (1) and any provision of these Regulations, the latter shall prevail.
