3. With effect from 7th October 2005, section 40(2) (family proceedings rules) of the Matrimonial

“; and (c) Family Procedure Rules made by the Family Procedure Rule Committee under
section 75 of the Courts Act 2003 (c. 39) in respect of—

(i) all causes and matters (whether at first instance or appeal) relating to adoption including the
exercise of the inherent jurisdiction of the High Court with respect to minors; and

(ii) all proceedings for the purpose of enforcing an order made in proceedings described in sub-
paragraph (c)(i)”.
