PART II
THE GOVERNOR

Functions of the Governor

31.—(1) The Governor shall have such functions as are prescribed by this Constitution and any
other law, and such other functions as Her Majesty may from time to time be pleased to assign to
him or her in exercise of the Royal prerogative.

(2) The Governor shall exercise his or her functions in accordance with this Constitution and any
other law and, subject thereto, in accordance with such instructions (if any) as may be addressed to
the Governor by or on behalf of Her Majesty.

(3) In the exercise of his or her functions under subsection (2), the Governor shall endeavour
to promote good governance and to act in the best interests of the Cayman Islands so far as such
interests are consistent with the interests of the United Kingdom.

(4) Notwithstanding the jurisdiction of the courts in respect of functions exercised by the
Governor, the question of whether or not the Governor has in any matter complied with any
instructions addressed to him or her by or on behalf of Her Majesty shall not be inquired into in
any court.
