The Secretary of State makes the following Regulations in exercise of the powers conferred by

Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Licensing Act 2003 (Miscellaneous Amendments)
Regulations 2017 and come into force on 6th April 2017.

General
In these notes, a person who gives a temporary event notice is called a “premises user™.

The police and local authority excreising environmental health funetions may intervens on the
grounds of any of the four licensing objectives (the prevention of crime amd disorder, public
safiety, the prevention of public nuisance, amd the protection of children from harm o prevent the
occurrence of an event at which permitted temporary activities are to take place or 1o agres a
maodification of the arrangements for such an event. However, the licensing authority will
intervene of its own volition in the cases described below.

First, it will issue a counter nofice if there is an objection to a late temporary event notice (see note
H below).

Secondly. it may issue a notice i relation o s decizion to impose conditions on o temporary
event notice {see note 2 below),

Thirdly, it will issue a counter notice if the first, second, third and fifth of the limiis st outl below

would be exceeded. 17 any of the limits below are breached or if @ counter notice has been issued,
any hcensable activities taking place would be unauthorised and the premises user would be liable
o prosecution. The limitations apply fo:

®  the number of times a person may give a temporary event notice {50 times per year fior a
personal licence holder and 5 times per year for olher peaple);

Where the temporary event notice or a notice specifying the rommated person s vt displaved, a
constable or an awthorised person (for example, a beensing officer, fire officer or envirenmental
healih officer} may require the premises user to praduce the temporary event notice for
examination, Swnilarly, whers the nominated person has the temporary event notice in his custody,
a constable or authorised person may requine that pesson 1o produce it for examimation, Failure to
produce the temporary event notice without reasonable excuse would be an offence,

Thie number of Late notices that can be given i any one calendar year is limited to 10 for personal
heence holders and 2 for non-personal licence holders. These count towards the waal number of
temporary event notices (i.e. 30 iemporary event notices per year for personal licence holders and
5 temporary event notices for non-personal licence holders),

If there is an objection from either the police or local authority excreising environmental health
functions, the event will not go ahead and a counter notice will be isseed.

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EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations amend the Licensing Act 2003 (Personal licences) Regulations 2005 (S.I.
2005/41) and the Licensing Act 2003 (Fees) Regulations 2005 (S.I. 2005/79) so as to remove
references to the renewal of personal licences and the accompanying fee. Section 68 of the
Deregulation Act 2015 (c. 20) removes the need for the holders of personal licences to apply to
renew them.

These Regulations also amend the Licensing Act 2003 (Premises Licences and Club Premises
Certificates) Regulations 2005 (S.I. 2005/42), the Licensing Act 2003 (Permitted Temporary
Activities)(Notices) Regulations 2005 (S.I. 2005/2918) and the Licensing Act 2003 (Persistent
Selling of Alcohol to Children)(Prescribed Form of Closure Notice) Regulations 2012 (S.I.
2012/963) so as to replace certain forms in those Regulations in order to reflect the following changes
in legislation. Section 85 of the Legal Aid, Sentencing and Punishment of Offenders Act 2012 (c. 10)
removes the limit on the amount of a fine that a magistrates’ court can impose. The Immigration
Act 2016 (c. 19) introduces measures to regulate the granting of personal licences to those convicted
of certain immigration offences or who have been required to pay a civil immigration penalty, and
to prevent those without an entitlement to live and work in the UK from holding a personal or
premises licence. These changes are made by way of amendment to the Licensing Act 2003 (c. 17).
The Legislative Reform (Entertainment Licensing) Order 2014 (S.I. 2014/3253) also amends the
Licensing Act 2003 so that in certain circumstances the provision of regulated entertainment no
longer needs to be authorised under the 2003 Act.

A full impact assessment has not been produced for this instrument as no or no significant impact
on the private, voluntary or public sectors is foreseen.
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
