Section 43: Statement of resident's affairs

159. This section provides for the managers of an authorised establishment to give a financial
statement of the resident's affairs to any resident who becomes capable of looking after
their own resources, or (if the resident remains incapable) to the managers of another
authorised establishment or person who will manage the resident's affairs, when the
resident moves from the first establishment.
