Nursing in local authority residential accommodation

72 Provision by local authorities of residential accommodation in which nursing is
provided

A local authority shall have power to provide and maintain such accommodation as is
mentioned in subsection (1) of section 13A of the Social Work (Scotland) Act 1968
(c.49) (residential accommodation with nursing); and accordingly—

(a) in that subsection—
(i) after the word “shall” there is inserted the following paragraph—
“(a) provide and maintain;”;
(i1) after that paragraph there is inserted the word ““ or ”’; and
(iii) the existing words “make such arrangements as they consider
appropriate and adequate for the provision of" become paragraph (b);
(b) in subsection (2) of that section, the word “The", where it first occurs, is
repealed; and
(c) in section 59(1) of that Act (provision of residential and other establishments
by local authorities etc.), for the words “Subject to" there are substituted the
words ““ Without prejudice to their duties under ”.
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
