The Bill for this Act of the Scottish Parliament was passed by the Parliament on
13th November 2002 and received Royal Assent on 17th December 2002

An Act of the Scottish Parliament to provide a scheme under which individuals may
arrange for their debts to be paid under payment programmes; to create a new diligence
in relation to corporeal moveable property owned by a debtor; to make special provision
for the use of that diligence in relation to property kept in dwellinghouses; to abolish
poindings and warrant sales; and for connected purposes.
