Supplemental powers

13 Agreements with Network Rail and BRB (Residuary) Limited

(1) The authorised undertaker may enter into agreements with Network Rail or BRB
(Residuary) Limited for the transfer to the authorised undertaker of any or any part
of the disused railways within or adjoining the limits of deviation of the authorised
works, together with all lands, works and other property held in connection with those
railways and all rights and obligations of Network Rail or BRB (Residuary) Limited
in relation to those railways.

(2) Where an agreement is made for the transfer to the authorised undertaker of any
disused railway belonging to Network Rail or BRB (Residuary) Limited under
subsection (1), or the authorised undertaker otherwise purchases any such railway or
sufficient rights therein, the authorised undertaker may adapt for use (including, where
required, duplication of existing rails), maintain, use and work that railway as part of
the tram system.
