THE ACT

Section 3

16.

This section deals with the possibility that at the point when it becomes necessary to
invoke the provisions of sections 1 or 2, the judge of the Inner House who would have
taken on functionsisunavailable. The provision providesthat in such circumstances, the
next most senior judge who is available should take the place of hisor her more senior
colleague. So using the illustration in paragraph 16, if Judge 2 had been unavailable
when the Lord Justice Clerk became incapacitated, Judge 3 would have stepped up to
carry out the functions of the Lord Justice Clerk. Thiswill only last during the currency
of any such unavailability.
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
