Community Licences

Section 30 - Release on community licence on Parole Board s direction

67. Where the Parole Board specifies conditions to be included in a community licence by
virtue of sections 13(2)(b), 14(3)(b), 16(3), 18(3)(b) or 42(4)(b), the Scottish Ministers
must include these conditions in the community licence. Subsection (2) provides that
the Scottish Ministers must also include the standard conditions specified at section 28
and, if applicable, the supervision conditions. Subsection (3) provides that the Scottish
Ministers may only vary or cancel the conditions or include further conditions, if
directed by the Parole Board to do so.
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
