Appeals

Section 61 Appeal against exclusion orders and restriction orders

122. This section provides for a right of appeal to the sheriff against an exclusion or
restriction order. Any person who is subject to an exclusion or restriction order, or a
person who has an interest in the welfare of such a person, may appeal to the sheriff
against the making of the order, any modification of the order under section 48 or a
decision of a health board competent person under section 52 or 53 not to revoke the
order. An appeal under this section must be made within 14 days of the order being
made, the modification being made or the decision of the health board competent person
not to revoke the order.

123. On appeal under this section, the sheriff may confirm the order appealed against; modify
the order; revoke the order or make such other order as is considered appropriate. The
sheriff may also confirm or quash the decision appealed against.
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
