Section 51 - Sheriff court districts and places where sheriff courts areto be held

Section 3 of the 1971 Act provides that it is for the Scottish Ministers to decide the
arrangement of sheriff court districts and where sheriff courts should be held. These
powers are exercisable by order. Section 51 amends section 3 to provide that the
exercise of thispower isto be subject to the consent of the Lord President and the SCS.
Aswith theamendmentsin section 50 subsection (2) providesthat before consenting to
such an order the SCS must consult such personsasit considers appropriate. Subsection
(46) provides that such an order shall be subject to the negative resolution procedure
of the Scottish Parliament.
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
