Functions

Section 64 – Payment of remuneration etc. of certain judicial office holders

119. This section amends the 1971 Act, the 1985 Act and the 1990 Act to provide that the
SCS will pay remuneration and allowances to temporary sheriffs principal, part-time
sheriffs, re-employed retired judges and temporary judges, with the responsibility for
determining the level of that remuneration and those allowances remaining with the
Scottish Ministers. This is because budgetary responsibility for the use of temporary
judges and sheriffs will rest with the SCS.
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
