Review of section 145 and 146 orders

157 Review by court of section 145 and 146 orders

(1) This section applies where the court makes a section 145 order or a section 146 order.
(2) During the relevant period, the court must from time to time consider in relation to

each order whether, having regard to the information of which the court is aware, the
order concerned continues to be appropriate.

(3) If the court considers that the order concerned might no longer be appropriate, the
court must appoint a hearing to review the matter.

(4) In this section, “relevant period” has the same meaning as in section 155(8).
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
