Section 21 — Variation and revocation of property factor enforcement orders

76. Subsection (1) alows the homeowner housing committee that made a property factor
enforcement order to vary or revoke it at any time (provided in the latter case that the
committee considers that the action required by the order is no longer necessary).

77. Subsection (2) provides that the committee must vary a property factor enforcement
order so as to extend the period allowed for the action required by the order to be
executed in the circumstances specified in subsection (3) (namely cases where, while
the action required has not yet been fully executed, either satisfactory progressisbeing
made or the property factor has given a written undertaking that the action will be
executed by alater date that the committee considers satisfactory).
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
